Allowable Rule Changes 
The following list of MABA policies and rules are the only ones that opposing managers may jointly agree to modify before or during a game, and doing so must be within the parameters discussed below:
1. Slaughter Rule variance. Policy is 12 after 4 complete and 10 after 5 complete.

2. Players needing to leave early if batting the lineup not being an out.
3. Courtesy runner for catchers utilizing player making last out. 
NOTE: Whatever changes you make must be signed in the official game book.

Other Items for Clarification
1.  Player Contact & Collisions (NFHS 4.2)

· No “Must Slide” rule

· MABA does not use a must slide rule.  Runners are never required to slide.  Legal sliding does however negate the possibility that a runner is called our or ejected from the game for accidental contact.

· Contact Resulting from Not Sliding

· A runner is out when he does not slide and his not sliding causes illegal contact and/or illegally alters the actions of a fielder in the immediate act of making a play, or on a force play does not slide in a direct line between the bases.  This is true even when the runner did not intend to make contact.

· Malicious Contact

· Any runner who, in the umpire’s judgment, violates rule 4.2 in a malicious manner is not only out, but is immediately ejected from the game.
· NO HEAD FIRST SLIDING INTO HOME (Runner is out).
2. Use the NCAA Force Play Slide Rule.
3. Player throwing any equipment while on the field of play is automatically ejected.

4. No warnings for Balks.

5. Lineup option being utilized.

6. Ejection results in an automatic two game suspension for a player or a coach.

7. Official league rules (Pro), not NFHS rules.

8. For 13U only, the pitcher must be removed after the 2nd hit batter in an inning. In addition, if the pitcher hits 3 batters total for the game, he or she must be removed.

9. 13U DH: No new inning may start after 2:15. 14U DH: No new inning may start after 2:30.
